Installation and Assembly

Your appliance is a wall-mounted, recessed appliance. Select a suitable location that is

not susceptible to moisture and is away from drapes, furniture and high traffic areas.

NOTE: Follow all National and local electrical codes. The Electric fireplace comes with the power
plug supplied, to switch to hard-wiring, please refer to hard-wiring installation section.

TURN OFF POWER FROM CIRCUIT BRACKER FIRST

A. Remove the cover plate from the right side bottom of the appliance by removing the three screws,
as shown above. (SEE FIG.A)
Remove the wire connectors from the power cord. The power cord may be discarded. (SEE FIG.B)
C. Take the new cover plate supplied in the hardware bag and punch out the 7/8" (22.2mm) hole. And install
box connector through hole in cover plate. Feed wires through box connector.
D. Using the wire connectors, connect the green ground wires (G), the common white wires (N)

together, then the hot black wires (L), (SEE FIG.C)

Front Glass Installation / Removal

e Take off all screws from the top the glass panel.
e Tilt the front glass forwards, and have two people to move out the glass panel.

e Reverse these steps to re-install the front glass.

Wall Recessed Pre-installation / Rough Framing

Due to the many different materials used on different walls, it is highly recommended that you
consult your local builder before you install this appliance.

A. Select a location that is not prone to moisture and is located at least 36” (94.1cm) away from combustible materials such
as curtain drapes, furniture, bedding, paper, etc.

B. Create a rough-in frame with electrical (see below “framing”).

C. Remove the front glass (see “front glass removal / installation” section).

D. Hold the appliance up to ensure it will fit into the framing.

1. Power the fireplace by plug-into the wall receptacle.

2. Have two adult people to lift up the fireplace and insert it into the rough-in frame and then secure it
by installing 2 wood screws (B) through the holes (Fig. 2-1, Fig 2-2).

3. Put the decorative crystals and logs to the ember bed, then re-install the front glass.

4. Reverse these steps to re-install front glass.

Metal Screw Covers Installation

Place the two metal covers over the screws. Pre-installed magnets in
the fireplace will keep the covers secure.




Wall Mounted Installation

Due to the many different materials used on different walls, it is highly recommended that
you consult your local builder before you install this appliance on the wall.
» Select a location that is not prone to moisture and is located at least 36" (914mm) away from

combustible materials such as curtain drapes, furniture, bedding, paper, etc.

* Have two people hold the appliance against the wall to determine the final location.

* Place unit face down on a soft, non abrasive surface. Remove the bracket from the back of
the unit by removing the screws.

» Mark out location, then mount the bracket(s) onto the wall using the supplied screws. This
bracket MUST have the hooks facing upward and be level. NOTE: It is strongly
recommended that the mounting bracket be screwed into the wall studs Where
possible. If the wall Studs cannot be used, ensure that the supplied plastic anchors
are used to affix the bracket to the wall and the bracket is adequately secured.

+ With the wall mounting bracket installed have two people lift the appliance up and insert the
two hooks on the bracket into the two slots on the back of the appliance.

» Check the appliance for stability ensuring that the bracket will not pull free from the wall.




“L” Shape Bracket Installation

A.Remove the silver screw at the bottom of the appliance. (Fig 3-1). Set the screw aside.

B.Using the screw previously removed, attached the L-bracket (supplied) to the bottom of the

fireplace box.(Fig 3-2)

C.Install the plastic anchor (C) into the drywall, then install the screw B (supplied) into the hole of the
L-bracket into the wall anchor to secure the fireplace from coming off the hooks.(Fig 3-3)



Logs / Smoky Crystals Installation

A. Glass front must be removed and the appliance must be mounted in its final location
before the ember media are installed.

B. Carefully place the smoky crystals ( H ) into the bottom tray on the front of the appliance as
illustrated. Apply an even layer from side to side. Fig. 4-1.

C. Place the logs (1) on top of the smoky crystals. Fig. 4-2.

Power

Temperature Limiting Control

This heater is equipped with a Temperature Limiting Control. Should the heater reach an unsafe
temperature, the heater will automatically turn OFF. To reset:

1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet.
2. Turn the ON/OFF switch on the CONTROL PANEL to OFF. Wait 5 minutes.

3. Inspect the fireplace to make sure no vents are blocked, or clogged with dust or lint. If they are,
use a vacuum to clean the vent areas.

4. With the POWER switch in the OFF position, plug the power cord back into the outlet.
5. If the problem continues, have your outlet and wiring inspected by a professional.
