Plug the power cord
into a 220~240 Volt grounded outlet (see IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION on Pages 3 and 4). Make
sure the outlet is in good condition and that the plug is not loose. NEVER exceed the maximum
amperage for the circuit. DO NOT plug other appliances into the same circuit.



Methods of Operation

The fireplace controlfunctions can be accessed in two ways:

1.Using the control panel, located onthe upper right-hand of the fireplace(Fig.2).
2.Using the remote control(Fig.4), functions same as control panel(Fig.3).

Control Panel:

Please note that this component is connected to the phone separately and cannot be controlled by the
keypad or app link. This componentincludes USB and SD card interfaces and can be directly connected
for use. Bluetooth link usage method: Before turning on, please ensure that the machine is turned on,
and ensure that the cellular data function, wifi function, as well as Bluetooth function, Bluetooth name
JX-BT, are turned on. After the link is successful, the machine willemit a beep.

Please kindly note that this widget is to be used separately connected to a cell phone, and cannot be
controlled by a keypad or APP link. This part includes USB and SD card interface, can be directly
accessed and used.

How to use the Bluetooth link:

1.Please make sure the machineis on before turning on.

2.Make sure to turn on the cellular data function and wifi function of your cell phone, as well as the
bluetooth function.
