IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Ÿ Read all of the instruc�ons before using this appliance.

Ÿ For indoor use only. This appliance is not suitable for use 

outside the house and only suitable for well insulated spaces 

or occasional use.

Ÿ DO NOT use this appliance in the immediate surroundings of 

a bath, a shower or a swimming pool.

Ÿ This fire must not be located immediately below or in front 

of a socket outlet.This appliance must be earthed.

Ÿ This appliance must not be supplied through an external 

switching device, such as a �mer, or connected to a circuit 

that is regularly switched on and off by u�lity in order to 

avoid a hazard due to the inadvertent rese�ng of the 

thermal cut out.

Ÿ If the power cord is damaged, it must be repaired by the 

manufacturer, its authorized service centre or professional 

person.

Ÿ          The figure in the marking is ‘‘DO NOT COVER’’

WARNING! in order to avoid overhea�ng, do not allow the appliance to be 

covered or let the air inlet/outlet become obstructed.

Ÿ WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire, keep tex�les, curtains, 

or any other flammable material a minimum distance of 1 

meter from the air outlet.

Ÿ Keep the power cord away from hot surfaces and hot 

condi�ons. DO NOT route the power lead in front of the 

appliance.
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Ÿ DO NOT use this fire in rooms that have explosive fumes in 

them (for example petrol), or if you are using solvents, glue, 

aerosol spray or flammable paints, as these may catch fire.

Ÿ This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and 

above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental.
